*If proofs are not under the Parent/ Guardian’s name, please provide a letter from the HOA or Leasing Office
on their official letterhead. The letter must state all occupants and dated within the last 30 days.

Health Records: (Both original forms are required to register)

O Must be performed within (1) year of registration.
» Florida Certificate of Immunization- DH 680 ORIGINAL including:
O 4-5doses of DTP and 3-4 doses of Polio (outlined in the Health Department form DH 680)
2 doses of MMR

0 3 doses of Hepatitis B
0 2 doses of Varicella
0 1 dose TD Booster (Required entrance for 7" grade; if student is 11 years old this is a
mandatory vaccine)
» Exemptions: Student exempt for medical reasons must provide DH Form 680 (part C). Students
exempt for religious reasons must provide DH Form 681

School Records: (Except for New Incoming Kindergarten)
» Last Report card and any standardized test scores or special educational programs
